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Course Description
Students will engage in the planning and execution of their very own school garden.  Students will engage in both the logistical side of creating and maintaining a garden space such as proposal, design, budget and grant fulfillment as well as the practical side including acquiring knowledge of the soils, plant species and care.  Students will be getting their hands dirty half the week and should come to school prepared with water bottle, closed toed shoes and sun protection.

Information on Grading

Grades can be checked from the Power School portal on a regular basis.  Count on grades updated within a week of the assignment due date.  The grades will be weighted, formative assessments will be worth 20% and summative assessments 80%.  Formative assessments include: HW and class discussions.  Summative assessments will include:  project deadlines and their research log.
**There will be NO LATE WORK ACCEPTED, unless there is a documented medical excuse.  Students will be able to turn in revised work for a modified grade, earning up to half of points missed.

If a student believes they are in danger of missing a due date for a project the student(s) must meet with the teacher in their free time to complete an Action Plan on how they will complete the assignment by a specific agreed upon date. The Action plan may include loss of elective privileges and/or mandatory tutoring/office hours. They will be penalized 10% for missing the deadline.  If the extended deadline is not met, the student(s) will receive a zero.
